designate the individual in this position to administer and
enforce the Zoning Ordinance along with the
Administrative Officer. Now, Therefore, Be It Resolved
by the Board of Supervisors of Cerro Gordo County,
lowa that the following individuals are hereby designated
and appointed to administer and enforce the regulations
of Ordinance No. 15, Zoning Ordinance of Cerro Gordo
County, lowa, as amended, including the issuance of
certificates and permits under said Ordinance: Tom
Drzycimski, Administrative ~Officer, John Robbins,
Assistant Administrative Officer. Be It Further Resolved
that this Resolution shall be in full force and effect upon
its passage and remain in effect until superseded by
subsequent action of the Cerro Gordo County Board of
Supervisors. Motion passed unanimously.
