Watts moved with Latham seconding, to approve
Resolution  2021-30, WHEREAS, In 2010, lowa
lawmakers passed legislation authorizing the creation of
Watershed Management Authorities. WHEREAS, A
Watershed Management Authority (WMA) is a
mechanism for cities, counties, Soil and Water
Conservation Districts (SWCDs) and stakeholders to
cooperatively engage in watershed planning and
management. WHEREAS, the County desires to enter
into an Agreement that would establish a Watershed
Management Authority within the Shell Rock River
Watershed (Hydrologic Unit Code #07080202), referred
to officially as the Shell Rock River Watershed
Management Coalition, to enable cooperation in
watershed planning and improvements pursuant to lowa
Code Chapter 466B.23 and; WHEREAS, Chapter 28E of
the Code of lowa provides the authority for public
agencies to enter into agreements for their mutual
advantage and; WHEREAS, this Agreement is made and
entered into by the eligible political subdivisions within the
Shell Rock River Watershed that adopt these Articles of
Agreement, including but not limited to the Cities of
Clarksville, Shell Rock, Dougherty, Marble Rock, Rudd,
Nora Springs, Rock Falls, Plymouth, Manly, Grafton,
Kensett, Northwood, Lake Mills, and Greene; Winnebago,
Mitchell, Worth, Cerro Gordo, Floyd, Bremer, Franklin,
Butler, Black Hawk Counties; and Winnebago, Mitchell,
Worth, Cerro Gordo, Floyd, Bremer, Franklin, Butler,
Black Hawk Soil and Water Conservation Districts; NOW
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
OF CERRO GORDO COUNTY, IOWA that the Chair is
hereby authorized to sign and execute the Articles of
Agreement for Shell Rock River Watershed Management
Coalition, a copy of which is attached hereto and
incorporated herein by this reference; and BE IT
FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS OF THE COUNTY OF CERRO GORDO,
IOWA that said Agreement is hereby approved as to form
and content and is found to be in the best interest of the
County of Cerro Gordo, lowa and the eligible political
subdivisions that adopt these Articles of Agreement,
including but not limited to the Cities of Clarksville, Shell
Rock, Dougherty, Marble Rock, Rudd, Nora Springs, Rock
Falls, Plymouth, Manly, Grafton, Kensett, Northwood,
Lake Mills, and Greene; Winnebago, Mitchell, Worth,
Cerro Gordo, Floyd, Bremer, Franklin, Butler, Black Hawk
Counties; and Winnebago, Mitchell, Worth, Cerro Gordo,
Floyd, Bremer, Franklin, Butler, Black Hawk Soil and
Water Conservation Districts; BE IT FURTHER
RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
CERRO GORDO COUNTY that the Auditor is hereby
authorized to file a copy of this Resolution and Agreement
with the Secretary of State, as required by Chapter 28E,
lowa Code. Motion passed unanimously.

Latham moved with Watts seconding, to authorize the
Chair to sign Certificate of Appointment of Amy Smalley
as Deputy Recorder. Motion passed unanimously.

Latham moved with Watts seconding, to approve
Resolution 2021-31, WHEREAS, Cerro Gordo County,
sometimes hereinafter referred to as the County, is a
political subdivision duly incorporated, organized and
existing under and by virtue of the Constitution and laws
of the State of lowa; and WHEREAS, it is deemed
necessary that the County should enter into a Loan
Agreement and borrow the amount of $4,573,000 as
authorized by Sections 331.402 and 331.443, Code of
lowa as amended; and WHEREAS, proposals have been
requested and received from financial institutions offering
to enter into such Loan Agreement; and WHEREAS,
after a review of all the proposals received, it has been
determined that the best and most favorable proposal is
that of MBT BANK of Forest City, IA; and WHEREAS, it
is the intention of this Board of Supervisors to enter into
a Loan Agreement in accordance with said proposal
dated February 17, 2021. NOW THEREFORE, BE IT
RESOLVED, BY THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
CERRO GORDO COUNTY, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1. That this Board of Supervisors does hereby
accept the attached proposal of MBT BANK of
Forest City, IA, and takes additional action to permit the
entering into of a Loan Agreement.

Section 2. The Chairperson and County Auditor are
authorized and directed to proceed on behalf of the
County to enter into such Loan Agreement, to negotiate
the final terms of a Loan Agreement to take all action
necessary to permit the entering into a Loan Agreement
on a basis favorable to the County and acceptable to the
Purchaser, and to proceed to meet the conditions of this
accepted proposal. Motion passed unanimously.

Watts moved with Latham seconding, to approve
Resolution 2021-32, WHEREAS, the County did by
resolution dated January 10, 2012, authorize the issuance
of $9,365,000 General Obligation Refunding Capital Loan
Notes, Series 2012A, (the “Notes”) dated January 26,
2012; and WHEREAS, the Notes are redeemable in any
order of their numbering on June 1, 2021 or any date
thereafter upon giving notice in the manner provided in the
resolution authorizing the issuance of the Notes; and
WHEREAS, it is deemed necessary and advisable that
$4,520,000 be so redeemed on June 1, 2021 and notice
of redemption be given according to the terms of the
resolution authorizing issuance of the Notes. NOW,
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF
SUPERVISORS OF CERROG GORDO COUNTY,
STATE OF IOWA:
Section 1. That outstanding General Obligation Refunding
Capital Loan Notes, dated January 26, 2012, in the
principal amount of $4,520,000, be and the same are
hereby redeemed as of June 1, 2021.
Section 2. The Registrar and Paying Agent, UMB Bank,
n.a. of West Des Moines, lowa, successor to Banker Trust
Company of Des Moines, lowa, is hereby authorized and
directed to cause notice of such redemption be given not
less than thirty (30) days prior to the redemption date and
to cause notice of redemption to be mailed to the
registered owners of the Notes by registered mail, and to
notify DTC.
Section 3. The County Treasurer is hereby authorized and
directed to cause to be deposited in a separate fund sum
sufficient to pay all principal and interest on the redeemed
Notes to the date of redemption and to notify the County’s
dissemination agent to post the Notice of Redemption to
the MSRB’s website (EMMA) in searchable PDF format
for the refunded Notes in accordance with the Continuing
Disclosure Certificate for the Notes.
Section 4. That the form of such notice be substantially as
follows:
